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Planning Process
In order to ensure that the plan was developed in a 
timely manner and that its goals are valid, the project 
team followed an interactive design approach. This 
approach allowed for the plan to evolve naturally over 
the course of the study, while preventing potential 
oversight of key opportunities.

Prior to beginning any data collection or analysis, a 
Project Steering Committee (PSC) was established 
to assist in further guiding the study. The PSC and its 
members are discussed in greater detail in Section 4 
(Engagement).

The project team began with a thorough analysis 
of the existing conditions of the parish, focusing on 
existing transportation routes and the location of 
traffic incidents that involve pedestrians or bicyclists. 
The project team also reviewed data on zoning, land 
use, topography, population density, and other factors 
affecting transportation.

The collected data were used in combination with 
field measurements, information gathered from 
stakeholders, and feedback from public workshops 
to generate maps and conduct an analytical 
study. These efforts produced comprehensive 
documentation of the parish’s existing conditions, 
potential assets, opportunities, and constraints. The 
project team used this documentation to identify 
locations for proposed improvements and potential 
expansion of existing pedestrian and bicycle 
networks.

The project team reviewed, discussed, and revised 
these proposed improvements based on feedback 
from the PSC and the general public. Finally, the team 
identified potential strategies to assist the parish in 
implementing the plan’s proposed improvements.

Previous Studies & Related Documents
This study references the following reports and uses 
them as planning precedents. These documents 
substantiate the need to improve upon existing multi-
modal transportation infrastructure, and, due to their 
assessment of or similarity to the conditions of St. 
Charles Parish, offer a guideline to address challenges 
that the study area presents.

Louisiana Complete Streets Update 2017
Produced by the Louisiana Department of 
Transportation and Development (LADOTD), this 
update outlines state-specified goals for the inclusion 
of Complete Streets policies on state roadways. 
It encourages the implementation of policies and 
offers guidelines on the types of facilities that are 
appropriate for state roadways, and encourages (but 
does not require) Complete Streets implementation. 
Where applicable, LADOTD defers to the Complete 
Streets policy of the local municipality.

St. Charles Parish 2030 Comprehensive Plan
The St. Charles Parish 2030 Comprehensive Plan 
(Plan 2030) was adopted by the Parish on June 
20, 2011. Elements addressed in the plan include: 
Economic Development, Land Use, Housing and 
Community Character, Infrastructure, Community 
Facilities, Parks and Recreation, Natural and Cultural 
Resources, and Transportation. This plan supports 
three general transportation goals stated in Plan 
2030: to “provide a variety of transportation choices 
and options,” “to increase connectivity between 
destinations,” and to “apply a ‘livable community’ 
perspective when addressing transportation needs.” 
(94). A specific action item from Plan 2030, TR3, lays 
out the basis for a comprehensive evaluation and

PARKS, RECREATION, AND OPEN SPACE
The 2019 National Recreation and Park Association’s 
Agency Performance Review states for cities with 
populations under 20,000, the median value for area of 
parkland per 1,000 residents is 11.8.  District 10 includes 
142 acres  of public space for 10,416 residents. This 
accounts for a level of service of 13.6 acres per 1,000 
residents – higher than the national median average. 
The Covington Department of Parks, Recreation, & 
Cultural Affairs (DPRC) manages most of the parklands 
within the city. Table 6.1 includes a complete list of 
facility names, types, and sizes.

COVINGTON RECREATION COMPLEX

The Covington Recreation Complex (CRC) is a 37-acre 
active park located off of Highway 190. The CRC includes 
baseball fields, a practice football field, and fishing 
pond..  CRC facilities are being updated to include an 
improved children’s area and a nature and learning trail. 
The CRC also serves as the terminus for the Tammany 
Trace Bike Trail. 

BOGUE FALAYA WAYSIDE PARK AND PAVILION

Bogue Falaya Wayside Park and Pavilion is a 13.8 
park located along the Bogue Falaya River. The park 
is mostly passive, although events are hosted there 
throughout the year. Park amenities include river 
access, a playground, picnic tables, and a pavilion. 
The river is considered both an asset and a threat as 
shoreline erosion and silt deposits are common during 
intense rain events, such as Hurricane Katrina and the 
floods of 2016. Moreover, the Louisiana Department of 
Environmental Quality does not deem the river to be 
legally swimmable or fishable, limiting river recreation 
to secondary contact through canoeing and kayaking. 

The City holds a master plan for this park that suggests 
projects for implementation. Recommendations include 
providing additional amenities and facilities, protecting 
the shoreline through slope stabilization, and engaging 
visitors with interpretive signage. 

TAMMANY TRACE

The Tammany Trace is a successful rails-to-trails 
conversion that extends along the Northshore from 
Covington to Slidell. In 1992 St Tammany Parish 
acquired 31 miles  of the former Illinois Central Railroad 
and, with funding assistance from grants and the federal 
government, transformed the abandoned railroad into 
an asphalted trail accessible to pedestrians, bicyclists, 
and other non-motorized users. Development of the 

Tammany Trace was supported by the Rails to Trails 
Conservancy, making it the first rails-to-trails project in 
the state. The Trace is a popular destination for locals and 
visitors alike, attracting 300,000 users annually. Beyond 
its use as a recreation facility, its proximity to local 
retail shops, restaurants, and lodging also contributes 
revenue to communities along its route.

PROGRAMS
All programs are directed by the City’s Recreation 
Department (CRD) and offered at the Covington 
Recreation Complex, unless otherwise noted. DPRC 
prepares an annual programming booklet that is 
available on the department’s website (www.covla.com/
recreation). Table 6.2 includes a list of current programs.

Program and event information on the DPRC website 
is updated regularly, particularly as sports seasons 
change. The website and social media pages are also 
accessible ways for residents to stay informed with 
park improvement projects and volunteer to assist with 
cleanups and other service opportunities.
